Of these interactions, 60 were via telephone, 52 via email and 63 came through our website
contact form.

The team received and dealt with 130 voicemail messages.

The average time the team spent on recorded calls, including research, was 37.5 minutes,
the longest time spent dealing with a call was 110 minutes, with the shortest call being 5
minutes.
